INTRODUCTION

We are glad that you have applied in response to our
advertisement for the recruitment of Specialist Officers
posts in our bank.

This booklet contains details pertaining to various as-
pects of the examination you are going to take and
important instructions about related matters. The as-
sessment of answersheets will be done by acom-
puterised machine, hence you should carefully
read instructions regarding handling of the
answersheet and the method of marking answers.
You are advised to study this booklet carefully as it
will help you in preparing for the examination.

Before appearing for the written examination you should
strictly ensure yourself that you fulfil the eligibility cri-
teria stipulated by the bank in all respects.

Please note that since this is a competitive examina-
tion, mere passing is not adequate. You have to ob-
tain a high rank in the order of merit to secure appoint-
ment. You should, therefore, putin your best efforts
in the examination.

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

Particulars to be Noted Please note carefully
your Roll Number, post(s), date, time and venue for
the examination given in the call letter. Please also
note that this call letter does not constitute an offer of
employment by the bank.

Punctuality in Attendance : You should be present
at the examination hall at least half an hour before the
time given in the call letter. Candidates arriving late
will not be permitted to enter the Examination Hall.

Call letter to be Surrendered : Affix firmly a copy
of your recent passport size photograph in the space
provided for it in the call letter and bring it with you
along with your photo identity proof in original and a
photocopy when you come to the venue for the ex-
amination.

Code 13 under HSC , Degree and PG. Also she has black-
ened the appropriate ovals in the column below each box.

Percentage of Marks (Box No. 23) : In this box per-
centage of marks obtained at each level of examination
(rounded off to two digits) is to be indicated. For each level
of examination, two boxes for writing two digits have been
provided. Under each boxed space, 10 ovals ranging from
1t0 9 & 0 have been provided for blackening the appropri-
ate oval. In case grades are given by an examining agency,
convert the same into equivalent percentages and indi-
cate as above.

Place of School/College (Box No. 24) : In this box,
the candidate has to indicate, by blackening the appropri-
ate oval, her place of study (Village, Tehsil, District, State
Capital, Metropolis) for each level of examination (SSC,
HSC, Degree, PG).

When you receive the test booklet, do not waste your
time in first reading all the questions in each of the
tests as is done in the School/College/University
examinations.

However
in your interest you are advised not to spend too much
time on any one of the tests because to qualify in the
written examination you have to pass each one of the
tests, separately and also obtain sufficiently high mark in
the merit order. For the objective part you will get 120
minutes time, whereas for Descriptive Paper 60 minutes
will be given separately.

Candidates
who pass in each test and rank sufficiently high on the
basis of the aggregate marks in the written examination
as stated above would only be called for interview. The
number of such candidates would depend upon the number
of vacancies to be filled in.

The answer is that it should point towards
the top in the fifth figure. Answer Figure 2 shows this
